Teacher’s Guide:

Warm Up

· Show the given picture, or find other interesting pictures and show them to the students.
· Ask the students whether they know the city and ask them to share about their knowledge or experience.
Useful guided questions:

1. Look at the picture. What do you see in the picture? Buildings? Towers?

2. Can you guess what city it is? Where is it?

3. Who have been to the city?

4. Who wants to visit this city?

Explore the text

· Ask the students to read the article and list the things they can find in the text to complete the table.
· Ask them to answer the questions according to the text.
· Discuss some vocabulary they may not know. Be unfamiliar to them.
Activities (why focusing on grammar activity?)
· Review Past Tense.

· Ask the students to make a past tense sentence from each of the underlined words in the text.

· Ask the students to underline the correct form of words in brackets and then discuss it together.

Talk it Out

· Divide the class into two groups.

· Give some time for the students to interview a friend from the other group and make a note. After that, ask them to go back to their group to compile the notes and make a table. Choose a representative from each group to present the result.

· If you have a big class, you might divide the class into four groups or more as long as it is even.

Project

· Ask the students to write their own experience.
