	KEBIJAKAN KELAS 


1. Students must submit all daily assignments, quizzes and tests. 

2. Late submission of assignments will get reduction of the obtained mark (5% for up to 1 day late, 10% for 2 days late submission and 20% for 3 days late submission, and no marks for more than 3 days late submission).

3. Students who engage in cheating and plagiarism during exams and quizzes, and in doing their assignments, will be declared “fail” with an F mark and may not take remedial exams.
4. Remedial exams may be given to students with a final F mark on the condition that they do all assignments and quizzes (KAT 1 and KAT 2). The highest mark that students can obtain after remedial exams is B-.
5. Make-up exams may be held for students who fall ill or mourn the death of a member of their core family on the examination day, provided that the students can authenticate it with a piece of administrative evidence, such the original copy of medical (laboratory) examination reports, hospitalization, or death attestation from the authorities with an original stamp mark, together with an attestation letter from the students’ parents. 
6. Students who cannot do assignments and or quizzes because they become the victims of natural disaster and other force majeure will still be given the opportunity to submit assignments and take make-up exam after presenting administrative evidences in the form of official statement from authorities with an original stamp mark, photo, and attestation letter from the students’ parents.
